The chin curtain reduces the influx of air turbulence and wind noise into the helmet’s chin area. The chin
curtain can be removed by using the following procedure.

Installing the Chin Curtain

To fix the chin curtain, adjust a center of plate to a center of helmet’s front end and insert it in a gap (A)
between shell and liner, and then, insert plates of both sides.

Removing the Chin Curtain

To remove, pull out plate of a center portion of the chin curtain, and then, pull out plate of both sides.
